(2023-2024)

I ntroduction

e Plastic-Free Village Campaigns. Conducted in November and with 204 participants,
these activities focused on educating locas about the impact of plastic waste and
fostering environmentally conscious habits.

Fitness and Wellness Events (Fit India Movement): Engaging 230 participants, this
event encouraged physical activity and wellness, aigning with the national Fit India
campaign's objectives.

AIDS/Environmental Awareness Programs. With 274 attendees, these programs
highlighted important health topics, raising awareness about AIDS, environmental
sustainability, and other critical health issues.

4. Skill Development and Economic Awar eness Programs

Work on Digital Literacy and Cashless India: With a combined attendance of 278,
these programs focused on empowering community members with digital skills, essential
for thriving in an increasingly digital economy.

One-Day Workshop on Career Opportunities in Fashion Designing: This workshop
attracted 104 participants, equipping students with skills relevant to the fashion industry,
offering them insights into career pathsin this sector.

Pradhan Mantri Yojanas (Jan Dhan, Jeevan Bima): Focused on financial literacy and
insurance awareness, these programs saw nearly 362 participants, aiming to familiarize
citizens with financia security and banking facilities, supporting national financial
inclusion initiatives.
